Acts 2:37-42 

37 Now when they heard this, they were cut to the heart and said to 
Peter and to the other apostles, “Brothers, what should we 
do?” 38 Peter said to them, “Repent, and be baptized every one of 
you in the name of Jesus Christ so that your sins may be forgiven; 
and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 39 For the promise is 
for you, for your children, and for all who are far away, everyone 
whom the Lord our God calls to him.” 40 And he testified with many 
other arguments and exhorted them, saying, “Save yourselves from 
this corrupt generation.” 41 So those who welcomed his message 
were baptized, and that day about three thousand persons were 
added. 42 They devoted themselves to the apostles’ teaching and 
fellowship, to the breaking of bread and the prayers.

26 But the Advocate, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in 
my name, will teach you everything, and remind you of all that I 
have said to you...15:26 “When the Advocate comes, whom I will send 
to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who comes from the 
Father, he will testify on my behalf. 

John 16:7-15 

 7 Nevertheless I tell you the truth: it is to your advantage that I go 
away, for if I do not go away, the Advocate will not come to you; but 
if I go, I will send him to you. 8 And when he comes, he will prove 
the world wrong about sin and righteousness and judgment: 9 about 
sin, because they do not believe in me; 10 about righteousness, 
because I am going to the Father and you will see me no 
longer; 11 about judgment, because the ruler of this world has been 
condemned. 12 “I still have many things to say to you, but you 
cannot bear them now. 13 When the Spirit of truth comes, he will 
guide you into all the truth; for he will not speak on his own, but will 
speak whatever he hears, and he will declare to you the things that 
are to come. 14 He will glorify me, because he will take what is mine 
and declare it to you. 15 All that the Father has is mine. For this 
reason I said that he will take what is mine and declare it to you.
